Baby Layette
Materials:  Approximately 450 yards of yarn (maximum).  5 buttons are needed for sacque, with an option of 2 more to cover where ties are joined on bonnet.  Use 1 yard of narrow (¼“) ribbon for booties.  Use 1 yard matching wider ribbon (½“) for hat ties, if bonnet style is made.  Pompom maker will be needed for cap style hat.  Stitch holders and yarn needle are also needed.
Gauge:  5 ½ stitches to the inch.  Any needle and yarn size that produces this gauge will work.  Needles 1 size and 2-3 sizes smaller will also be needed for booties and bonnet.

Sacque (6-12 month size)
The baby sacque (sweater) was created by Elizabeth Zimmerman and is worked in one piece, rather than with separate sleeves.  The original directions have been modified somewhat.

Notes:  

· Sweater is started at the neck, and yoke is knitted in garter stitch, including increases.

· Increases are made by knitting into the crossbar of the next stitch. 

· The rest of the body and sleeves have no shaping, so any pattern of 7 stitches (or multiple of 7) can be used in place of the lace knitted in the original body and sleeves.

· The front borders are defined by 4 garter stitches on each side of the lace pattern.

· Buttonholes are inserted in the front border, at the second row and approximately every eighth row after that.  There will be approximately 5 buttonholes in the garment.

· Buttonhole is made by knit 2, yarn over, and knit 2 together.

· One ridge in garter stitch equals 2 rows.  

Gull Lace Pattern (multiple of 7 stitches)

Each row starts and ends with 4 garter stitches.  The rows below are for the lace pattern.
Row 1 (wrong side):  Purl across

Row 2 (right side):  *K 1, K 2 tog, yarn over, K 1, yarn over, SSK, K1; repeat from * to border of garter stitch
Row 3 (wrong side):  Purl across

Row 4 (right side):  *K 2 tog, yarn over, K3, yarn over, SSK; repeat from * to border of garter stitch

Directions:

Cast on 50 stitches and knit two rows (garter stitch).  Place first buttonhole at the beginning of 3rd row.  Knit 6 additional rows (total of 4 ridges).
1st increase:  Knit 4 (border), *K 2, pick up 1 stitch, repeat from * to last 4 stitches, K4.

There will be 71 stitches after 1st increase row is completed.

Knit 8 more rows (8 ridges total).

2nd increase:  Knit 4 (border), *K 2, pick up 1 stitch, repeat from * to last 5 stitches, K5.

There will be 102 stitches after 2nd increase row is completed.

Continue working in garter stitch.  At the 10th ridge, place another buttonhole.

Knit 8 more rows, including buttonhole row (12 ridges total).

3rd increase:  Knit 4 (border), *K 2, pick up 1 stitch, repeat from * to last 6 stitches, K6.

There will be 148 stitches after 3rd increase row is completed.

Work 1-2 rows of garter stitch, ending on a wrong side row.
Begin lace pattern, keeping 4 knit stitches at beginning and end of each row.

Using border stitches to keep count, insert buttonhole 8 ridges after previous one.

Left Front:  When garment measures 4 ½ inches, on wrong side row, work first 25 stitches and place them on holder.

First Sleeve:  Cast on 7 stitches; work the next 28 stitches in purl (35 stitches).  Turn.

Cast on 7 stitches; work 35 stitches in pattern (42 stitches).  Turn.
Work back and forth on these stitches for 3 inches.

Work in garter stitch for an additional 1 inch.  Bind off loosely and cut yarn.

Back:  Attach yarn.  Work next 42 stitches and place them on holder.

Second Sleeve:  Cast on 7 stitches; work the next 28 stitches in purl (35 stitches).  Turn.

Cast on 7 stitches; work 35 stitches in pattern (42 stitches).  Turn.

Work back and forth on these stitches for 3 inches.

Work in garter stitch for an additional 1 inch.  Bind off loosely and cut yarn.

Right Front:  Attach yarn.  Work last 25 stitches.

Remainder of garment:  Keeping in pattern, work 25 stitches for right front. Pick up a total of 14 stitches from the second sleeve stitches cast on (7 stitches each side; round sleeve together and these will be at the bottom of the sleeve facing each other).  Work across back 42 stitches.  Pick up a total of 14 stitches from the first sleeve cast on.  Work across 25 stitches for left front.  There will be 120 stitches now on needle.

Continue with pattern and borders and buttonholes for 5 additional inches (or to desired length).  You have the option to decrease 10% using K8, K 2 tog, to reduce flare at bottom, if desired.  Finish the garment with 1 inch of garter stitch.  Bind off loosely in purl on right side.
Make up:  Sew sleeve seams.  Sew on buttons to match buttonholes. 

Booties:
Bootie pattern was adapted from booties found in booklet “Sweet Layettes to Knit”.  The garter and lace patterns were added to match booties to sacque.


Cast on 37 stitches using largest needles.


Rows 1-6 – Knit each row (3 ridges).


Begin lace pattern:

Row 7 – (right side):  K1 through back loop, *K 1, K 2 tog, yarn over, K 1, yarn over, SSK, K1; repeat from * to last stitch, slip stitch purl-wise.
Row 8 – Purl

Row 9 – K1 through back loop, *K 2 tog, yarn over, K3, yarn over, SSK; repeat from * to last stitch, slip stitch purl-wise.

Row 10 – Purl

Rows 11-14 – Repeat Rows 5-8 once


Change to smallest size needles.


Row 15 – K1 (*P1, K1), repeat from * to end.


Row 16 – P1 (*K1, P1), repeat from * to end.


Row 17 (eyelet row) – K1, YO, K2 across.


Row 18 – P1 (*K1, P1), repeat from * to end.


Row 19 – K1 (*P1, K1), repeat from * to end.

Change back to largest needles.


Top of bootie (instep):


Knit 13 stitches.  Place these stitches on holder.

Knit 4, Knit 2 together, Knit 5 (10 stitches)


Place remaining 13 stitches on holder without working them.


Knit middle 10 stitches for 13 rows (7 ridges).


Place 10 stitches on holder.  Cut yarn.


Sides:


With right side facing and using largest needles, knit 13 stitches from first holder.

Pick up 7 stitches along first side of instep.


Knit 10 stitches from middle stitch holder.


Pick up 7 stitches along second side of instep.


Slip 13 stitches from last holder onto empty needle.


Knit across all stitches (50 stitches).


Work in garter stitch for 6 rows (3 ridges).


Decrease Row: K 20, K 2 tog, K 6, K 2 tog, K 20 (48 stitches)


Sole of bootie:


Row 1 – K 27, K 2 tog.  Leave remaining 19 stitches unworked and turn.


Rows 2-31 – K 7, K2 tog, leave remaining stitches unworked and turn.


Row 32 – K 7, K 2 tog, knit remaining 4 stitches (16 stitches)


Bind off stitches in knit.


Weave together the back seam.  Sew back of sole to sides.


Weave 18” narrow (¼ “) ribbon through eyelet row on each bootie.
Bonnet
Bonnet pattern was adapted from bonnet found in booklet “Sweet Layettes to Knit”.  The garter and lace patterns were added to match bonnet to sacque.


Crown:


Cast on 63 stitches with medium sized needles.

Rows 1-6 – Knit across (3 ridges).


Change to largest needles.  Begin lace pattern:
Row 7 – (right side): *K 1, K 2 tog, yarn over, K 1, yarn over, SSK, K1; repeat from * to last stitch. 

Row 8 – Purl

Row 9 – *K 2 tog, yarn over, K3, yarn over, SSK; repeat from * to last stitch.

Row 10 – Purl

Repeat Rows 7-10 a total of 6 times.

Back of Bonnet:
Row 1 – Bind off 20 stitches. *K 1, K 2 tog, yarn over, K 1, yarn over, SSK, K1; repeat from * over 42 stitches.  Slip last stitch purl-wise.
Row 2 – Bind off 20 stitches.  K1 through back loop, purl across 21 stitches, slip last stitch purl-wise (23 stitches).
Row 3 – K1 through back loop, *K 2 tog, yarn over, K3, yarn over, SSK; repeat from * to last stitch.  Slip stitch purl-wise.

Row 4 – K1 through back loop, purl across 21 stitches, slip last stitch purl-wise.

Row 5 – K1 through back loop, *K 1, K 2 tog, yarn over, K 1, yarn over, SSK, K1; repeat from * to last stitch, slip last stitch purl-wise.

Row 6 – K1 through back loop, purl across 21 stitches, slip last stitch purl-wise.
Rows 7-30 – Repeat Rows 3-6 a total of 6 times.  Slip 23 stitches onto holder; cut yarn.

Sew sides of Back to bound-off crown stitches (20 each side).

Neck Band:

Row 1 – With right side facing and smallest size needles, pick up 20 stitches along first side of crown.  Slip 23 stitches from holder on to empty needle and knit across.  Pick up 20 stitches along second side of crown (63 stitches). 

Row 2 – Knit across 31 stitches, knit 2 together, knit remaining 31 stitches.

Row 3 – K 20, K 2 tog 11 times, K 20 (51 stitches).
Rows 4-6 – Knit across (3 ridges).

Bind off all stitches in knit.  Sew 18“length of (½”) ribbon to each corner of bonnet for ties.  May wish to

 cover join with buttons matching those on sacque.
Cap 

These directions were created using the garter and lace pattern to match sacque and booties.


Brim:


Cast on 65 stitches with largest needles.  

Row 1 – K1 through back loop, knit to last stitch, slip last stitch purl-wise.

Row 2-10 – Repeat Row 1.

Begin lace pattern:

Row 11 – (right side):  K1 through back loop, *K 1, K 2 tog, yarn over, K 1, yarn over, SSK, K1; repeat from * to last stitch, slip stitch purl-wise.

Row 12 – Purl

Row 13 – K1 through back loop, *K 2 tog, yarn over, K3, yarn over, SSK; repeat from * to last stitch, slip stitch purl-wise.

Row 14 – Purl

Repeat rows 11-14 until lace pattern measures 5”. 

Begin decrease:

Row 1 – Knit 1, K 2 tog until end of row.

Row 2 – Knit

Repeat Rows 1-2 until less than 15 stitches remain.  Cut yarn 12” in length.

Thread yarn through stitches on needle and draw tight.  Sew first and last stitches together to lock.

Sew lace portion together on inside of cap.

Sew garter ribbing together on outside of cap.

Turn garter ribbing up on outside of cap.

Make 1” pompom and attach to top of hat to cover final decreased stitch join.
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
