Crocheted Coin Purse
Pattern provided by Barbara Weber.

This cute little purse not only keeps your money safe, it defies entry by the uninitiated!  It will not open unless you pull on it in the proper place!

Directions:

Use crochet cotton and small hook (0) (or whatever you prefer).  You will also need a 1” diameter ring.

Chain 14.

Single Crochet around chain starting with 2nd chain from hook—24 sc. 

*Ch 3, work dc, ch 1*.  Repeat around with 24 bars created.

SC to connect round.

Repeat between * for 9 or 10 rounds depending on depth of purse desired.

Next, ch 3 and work dc across ½ of purse, 12 bars.

Ch 3, dc back across 12 bars.

Repeat across these same 12 once more.

Sc down side to opening of bag, begin chains:

Ch 20 sc to ring 

Ch 20 sc to bar in back going through first opening.

*Ch 20, sc in ring, ch 20 and sc in back bar.*

Repeat this function until there are 22 chains and all bars on back are used.

Being at the opposite side of opening you can now sc up this side of flap and across top to finish and fasten off.

Special note:  Go through the space in front, hook around the bar in back and back through hole in front and complete sc.  This allows the chain to pull through the hole and close the purse.
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Pull on chain across allowing
chains from ring to slide through
openings.

Yarn looping from front
to back.
